Water Maintenance and Repairs
Many residents have discovered how just an intermittent
"  running toilet can add up to thousands of gallons of lost
water. March is a great time fo check for leaks and do regu-
lar preventative maintenance on your faucets, toilets, water
softeners, efc. This can end up saving you lots of water and
‘ money. Be a waterwise resident and save water by doing
proper maintenance and conserve water by installing water
efficient toilets, shower heads etc.

Hose Bib Leaks

Snow and ice are coming down from residents’ roofs. This has some uninten-
tional consequences such as causing water leaks. Snow chunks from roofs melting
have hit resident’s hose bibs. Please check to make sure your hose bib is turned
off tight and not causing any dripping or leaking.

Keep Water Flowing — Take Five Minutes
Water from runoff is pooling in many locations throughout the subdivision. We
are asking assistance from residents to keep the water flowing properly down

our street gutters. Leaves and needles get mixed at times with dirt/mud creating
muck which all contribute to clogging the street gutters in various places. Snow
melt will be continuing. It would be very helpful if every resident could just take
5 minutes to clean up what is in front of their property including any ‘muck”,
dirt, and pebbles that may have fallen into the gutters due to snowplowing,
melting and runoff. This will ensure proper drainage as well as prevent damage
to the adjoining asphalt and roads. Our street sweeping will not occur until late
April or May and will not pick up any fallen limbs or the “muck”. Thank you.

Stay on DW2 trails and Respect Private Property
Residents are advised to please stay on designated DW2 trails
and not go onto private property. Also, please access trails
right next to the TRAIL sign and don't take shortcuts. Let's be
good neighbors and be respeciful of private property.
