A RESOLUTION PROHIBITING PARKING ON DISTRICT ROADWAYS

WHEREAS, Durango West Metropolitan District No. 2 (the “District”) is .
authorized under its organization as a Colorado Special District to maintain the public

roads within the District; and

WHEREAS, there are no sidewalks for pedestrians or bicycle lanes for bicycles,
resulting in residents being forced to share the streets with moving vehicles; and

WILHEREAS, the Board of Directors has determined that parked vehicles on
District roadways creates an unsafe envirommnent for residents and guests by reducing the
visibility of drivers, cyclists and pedestrians in the District; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors has determined that parked vehicles on
District roadways creates difficulties in properly maintaining the roads, including, but not
limited to, plowing snow, sweeping streets, and repairing asphalt; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors has determined it is not overly punitive to ask
residents and their guests to park in private driveways whenever possible.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Directors of the Durango
West Metropolitan District No. 2 :

1. That parking vehicles on District roadways is prohibited at all times.
Appropriate notice of these restrictions shall be posted at various points
throughout the District. '

2. Any vehicles determined to be violating this resolution shall expect to receive
a notice directing the driver to respect the District’s request for creating a safe
environment for all District residents.

3. Any vehicles determined to be violating this resolution during times of snow
removal will be considered a road hazard and subject to all the repercussions
of such vehicles from the La Plata County Sheriff's Department including, but
not limited to, being towed.,
